We continue, on a monthly basis, to donate between
700 to 1,000 Rosaries every month to the Augustine Institute rep who then mails our Rosaries out to
Catholic Military Chaplains here in the U.S., and on dozens of oversea bases.

Also this year, we are making a particular request that we pray the family Rosary, and we ask for the
grace to “Pray from the Heart".

Other exciting news: We are very happy to report that this is the second year since Ave Maria University,
in Florida, adopted our Holy Land Military Rosary as their “Official School Rosary”! So, they receive a 500
Rosary shipment in the beginning of their school year, and the first two incoming classes have received

their personal Olive-Crucifix Rosary, connecting them with the Holy Land, every time they pray!

We also need to report that our Crucifix makers in Jerusalem, all of whom are Christians, are highly
appreciative of our purchases of olive-wood Crucifixes. They only charge us $2.00 for each
Crucifix, but these funds are simply helping them to exist in the war-torn Middle-East.

Yes, at a set time, just give a
little time to pray a decade Rosary to introduce families to this holy devotion.
